1. Firm Foundation. I will show you what everyone is like who comes to me and hears my words and obeys. That person is like a man building a house who dug 
                                  deep and laid the foundation on rock. When the floods came, the water tried to wash the house away, but it could not shake it, because the 
                                  house was built well.

2. Hope. And the Scriptures were written to teach and encourage us by giving us hope. Romans 15:4 CEV 

3. Pastoral Staff. God didn't give us a spirit that makes us weak and fearful. He gave us a spirit that gives us power and love. It helps us control ourselves.
                              2 Timothy 1:7 NIrV 

4. Stay Focused. Guard your heart above all else, for it determines the course of your life. Proverbs 4:23 

5. Youth. Always be humble and gentle. Be patient with each other, making allowance for each other’s faults because of your love. Ephesians 4:2 NLT 

6. Seal of Ownership. God makes it possible for us to stand firmly together with Christ. God is also the one who chose us and put his Spirit in our hearts to show  

                                     that we belong only to him. 2 Corinthians 1:21--22 

7. Community Outreach. Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.” John 14:6 NIV 

8. Mercy Extended. In everything you say and do, re-member that you will be judged by the law that makes people free. So you must show mercy to others, or God
               will not show mercy to you when he judges you. James 2:12--13 NCV

9. Adoration. I kneel in worship facing your holy temple and say it again: "Thank you!" Thank you for your love, thank you for your faithfulness. Psalm 138:2 

10. Pastoral Staff. Run away from all those things. In-stead, live in the right way, serve God, have faith, love, patience, and gentleness. 1 Timothy 6:11 NCV 

11. Perseverance. Take the old prophets as your mentors. They put up with anything, and never once quit, all the time honoring God. What a gift life is to those 
                               who stay the course! You've heard, of course, of Job's staying power, and you know how God brought it all together for him at the end. That's 
                               because God cares, cares right down to the last detail. James 5:10--11 

12. Youth. Avoiding a fight is a mark of honor; only fools insist on quarreling. Proverbs 20:3 NLT 

13. Rescued, Redeemed, Forgiven. He rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son he loves, in whom we have
                       redemption, the forgiveness of sins. Colossians 1:13--14
14. Marriages. Make sure no one gets left out of God's generosity. Keep a sharp eye out for weeds of bitter discontent. Hebrews 12:15 The Message 

15. Rejoice. When life gets really difficult, don't jump to the conclusion that God isn't on the job. Instead, be glad that you are in the very thick of what Christ 
                     experienced. This is a spiritual refining process, with glory just around the corner. 1 Peter 4:12--13
16. Adoration. God is my protection. He makes my way free from fault. 2 Samuel 22:33 NCV 

17. Pastoral Staff. May these words of my mouth and this meditation of my heart be pleasing in your sight, LORD, my Rock and my Redeemer. Psalm 19:14 NIV 

18. Wisdom Generously Given. But if any of you needs wisdom, you should ask God for it. He is generous to everyone and will give you wisdom without criticizing 
                                                      you. James 1:5 NCV 

19. Youth. As you received Christ Jesus the Lord, so continue to live in him. Keep your roots deep in him and have your lives built on him. Be strong in the faith, just 
                  as you were taught, and always be thankful. Colossians 2:6--7 NCV 

20. Patience. I wait quietly before God, for my victory comes from him. Psalm 62:1 NLT 

21. Community Outreach. For the wages which sin pays is death, but the [bountiful] free gift of God is eternal life through (in union with) Jesus Christ our Lord.

22. Forgiving God. But the Lord our God is merciful and forgiving, even though we have rebelled against him. Daniel 9:9 NLT 

23. Adoration. Sing a new song to the LORD! He has worked miracles, and with his own powerful arm, he has won the victory. Psalm 98:1 CEV 

24. Pastoral Staff. How joyful are those who fear the Lord——all who follow his ways! Psalm 128:1 NLT 

25. New Heart, New Spirit. I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you; I will remove from you your heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh.
                                             Ezekiel 36:26 NIV 

26. Youth. God didn't give us a spirit that makes us weak and fearful. He gave us a spirit that gives us power and love. It helps us control ourselves. Psalm 97:10 

27. Redemption. He is so rich in kindness and grace that he purchased our freedom with the blood of his Son and forgave our sins. Ephesians 1:7 NLT 

28. Families. Understand this, my dear brothers and sisters: You must all be quick to listen, slow to speak, and slow to get angry. James 1:19 NLT 

29. Extending Mercy. You must be compassionate, just as your Father is compassionate. Luke 6:36 NLT 

30. Adoration. Who can fail to fear you, God, give glory to your Name? Because you and you only are holy, all nations will come and worship you, because they  

                         see your judgments are right. Revelation 15:4 

31. Integrity. People with integrity walk safely, but those who follow crooked paths will slip and fall. Proverbs 10:9 NLT 

01. Be Holy. We have been rescued from our enemies so we can serve God without fear, in holiness and righteousness for as long as we live. Luke 1:74--75 NLT

02. Move in the Power of God. He gives power to the weak and strength to the powerless. Isaiah 40:29 NLT 

03. Community Outreach. Yet to all who did receive him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God. John 1:12 NIV 

04. Adoration. The LORD reigns, he is robed in majesty… and armed with strength; indeed, the world is established, firm and secure. Psalm 93:1 NIV 

05. Peace. Each one of you is part of the body of Christ, and you were chosen to live together in peace. So let the peace that comes from Christ control your thoughts. And be grateful. Col. 3:15 CEV 

06. Pastoral Staff. Guard my life, for I am faithful to you; save your servant who trusts in you. You are my God. Psalm 86:2 NIV 

07. Living in the Present. Do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own. Matthew 6:34 NIV 

08. Youth. You can be sure that sinners will be punished. And you can also be sure that godly people will go free. Proverbs NIrV Proverbs 11.21 NIrV 

09. Changed by the Holy Spirit. Let the Spirit renew your thoughts and attitudes. Put on your new nature, created to be like God——truly righteous and holy. Eph4:23—24 NLT 

10. Marriages. The marriage bed must be a place of mutuality——the husband seeking to satisfy his wife, the wife seeking to satisfy her husband. Marriage is not a place to "stand up for your rights." Marriage is a decision to serve the other, whether in bed or out. 1 Corinthians 7:4--5 The Message 

11. Adoration. God, you are my God. I celebrate you. I praise you. You’ve done your share of miracle-wonders, well-thought-out plans, solid and sure. Isaiah 25:1 The Message 

12. Joy. You have shown me the path to life, and you make me glad by being near to me. Sitting at your right side, I will always be joyful. Psalm 16:11 CEV 

13. Ministry. I will praise the LORD, who counsels me; even at night my heart instructs me. I keep my eyes always on the LORD. With him at my right hand, I will not be shaken. Psalm 16:7--8 NIV 

14. God’s Work of Art. For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago. Ephesians 2:10 NLT 
15. Youth. Don’t think you are better than you really are. Be honest in your evaluation of yourselves, measuring yourselves by the faith God has given us. Romans 12:3 

16. Be Holy. God chose us to belong to Christ before the world was created. He chose us to be holy and without blame in his eyes. He loved us. Ephesians 1:4 NIrV 

17. Community Outreach. And I keep praying that this faith we hold in common keeps showing up in the good things we do, and that people recognize Christ in all of it. Philemon 1:6 The Message 

18. Adoration. Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and into an inheritance that can never perish, spoil or fade. This inheritance is kept in heaven for you. 1 Peter 1:3--4 NIV 

19. Love. This is real love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as a sacrifice to take away our sins. Since God loved us that much, we surely ought to love each other. John 4:10--11 NLT 

20. Pastoral Staff. Stand firm. Let nothing move you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that your labor in the Lord is not in vain. 1 Corinthians 15:58 NIV 

21. Giving. You are rich in everything——in faith, in speaking, in knowledge, in truly wanting to help, and in the love you learned from us. In the same way, be strong also in the grace of giving. 2 Corinthians 8:7 NCV 

22. Youth. Loyalty makes a person attractive. It is better to be poor than dishonest. Proverbs 19:22 

23. Families. The right word at the right time is like precious gold set in silver. Proverbs 25.11 

24. Christmas Eve. Let us give thanks to God for his gift. It is so great that no one can tell how wonderful it really is! 2 Corinthians 9:15 NIrV 

25. Christmas. But he gave up his place with God and made himself nothing. He was born as a man and became like a servant. Philippians 2:7 NCV 

26. Adoration. To you, O God, belong the greatness and the might, the glory, the victory, the majesty, the splendor; Yes! Everything in heaven, everything on earth; the kingdom all yours! 1 Chronicles 29:11 

27. Pastoral Staff. But the Lord is faithful, and he will strengthen you and protect you from the evil one. 2 Thessalonians 3:3 NIV 

28. Peace. The mountains may disappear, and the hills may come to an end, but my love will never disappear; my promise of peace will not come to an end," says the Lord who shows mercy to you. Isaiah 54:10 NCV 

29. Youth. Run from temptations that capture young people. Always do the right thing. Be faithful, loving, and easy to get along with. 2 Timothy 2:22 CEV 

30. Hope. I pray that your hearts will be flooded with light so that you can understand the confident hope he has given to those he called——his holy people who are his rich and glorious inheritance. Ephesians 1:18 NLT 

31. End of Year. Build yourselves up in your most holy faith. Let the Holy Spirit guide and help you when you pray. Jude 20 NIrV
