21. Pastoral Staff. May the God of peace… equip you with everything good for doing his will, and may he work in us what is pleasing to him. Hebrews 13:20--21 

22. Discipline. We do not enjoy being disciplined. It is painful at the time, but later, after we have learned from it, we have peace, because we start living in the right 
                         way.
