8. Pastoral Staff. Let the message about Christ, in all its richness, fill your lives. Teach and counsel each other with all the wisdom he gives. Col. 3:16a NLT 

9. Provision. God will liberally supply (fill to the full) your every need according to His riches in glory in Christ Jesus. Philippians 4:19 Amplified Bible 

10. Youth. But be sure to fear the LORD and serve him faithfully with all your heart; consider what great things he has done for you. 1 Samuel 12:24 NIV 

11. Renewal. I will give you a new heart, and I will put a new spirit in you. I will take out your stony, stubborn heart and give you a tender, responsive heart.

20. Giving. Let each one [give] as he has made up his own mind and purposed in his heart, not reluctantly or sorrowfully or under compulsion, for God loves (He 
                   takes pleasure in, prizes above other things, and is unwilling to abandon or to do without) a cheerful (joyous, "prompt to do it") giver [whose heart is in
                   his giving].

21. Adoration. "You are worthy, our Lord and God, to receive glory and honor and power, because you made all things. Everything existed and was made, because 
                           you wanted it."

22. Pastoral Staff. "Come to me, all of you who are tired and have heavy loads, and I will give you rest. Accept my teachings and learn from me, because I am
                                gentle and humble in spirit, and you will find rest for your lives.
